Policy on Homework

Guidelines for Parents

Homework forms a positive link between home and school.  Parents can give valuable support to the work of the school and help the child greatly by showing a positive interest and encouragement in homework.

All pupils are given homework from Monday to Thursday inclusive.  No homework at the weekends unless it has not been completed during the week.
Parents should ensure that children complete the work outlined by:

1. having a set time each day for homework.

2. providing a specific quiet place conducive to work – free from distractions (i.e. television, Hi-Fi, other children playing, food).

3. helping the child to understand the assignment if necessary but never actually doing the work for the child.

4. listening to:
formal reading

spellings

tables

poetry

prayers.

5. the teacher should always be informed if the child has a problem with a particular aspect of homework.

A Few General Points

1. Homework as punishment is unjustifiable.

2. Tasks should be varied and meaningful.

3. Meaning and purpose of task should be fully understood by the pupil.

4. The amount of Homework varies with age of pupil.

5. Homework should be checked.

6. Co-operation with Parents is vital.

7. Special treatment of disadvantaged pupils.
